He has nothing to do with the
Cabinet, Parliament or the Con-
stitution. He is the king of the
21stcenturyand is the front for
two or three financiers who
have the real power,” Gandhi
had said at the event.

Ata poll rally on Wednesday,
Modihad accused the Congress
of having a “deal”with “Ambani
and Adani”, and asked if the

Complaint over turnout our

RESPONDING TO THE scathing
rejoinder from the Election
Commission (EC) regarding his
allegations about voter turnout
data, Congress President
Mallikarjun Kharge wrote back
to the poll watchdog Saturday,
stating that although he has
"misgivings" about the lan-
guage used in the EC's letter, he
willnot dwell on thatissueashe
understands "the pressures" EC
is"working under."

However, a senior officer of
the Commission told The Sun-
day Express that Kharge's accu-
sations were akin to the EC's
"EVM moment of 2019," one
where the fundamental in-
tegrity of the process was being
questioned without any evi-
dence. And so the institution
had to put its foot down to un-
equivocally make its case. On
Friday, in a response uncharac-
teristic of the pollwatchdog, the
Commission had termed

Kharge's allegations as "blatant
inaccuracies."'It even went so far
asto say that hisletter bordered
"on vitiating the constitution-
ally mandated work" of the EC.
The Congress President's com-
munication to leaders of INDIA
bloc allies,which was posted on
his X handle on Monday, had
questioned the"delay"in releas-
ing turnout data and suggested

itwasanattempt to"doctor"the
Lok Sabha result.

When asked why the EC’s
unusual reply was so framed, a
senior officerin the commission
said: "This was our EVM
moment of 2019.That year, a
joint delegation of political par-
ties had met with the Commis-
sion and questioned the accu-
racy of EVMs.”
